BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

Minutes of Board Meeting held March 17, 2015

The business meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Lower Paxton Township was called
to order at 7:34 p.m. by Chairman William B. Hawk, on the above date, in the Lower Paxton
Township Municipal Center, 425 Prince Street, Harrisburg, Pennsylvania.

Supervisors present in addition to Mr. Hawk were: William C. Seeds, Sr., William L.
Hornung, Gary A. Crissman, and Robin L. Lindsey.

Also in attendance was George Wolfe, Township Manager; Steve Stine, Township
Solicitor; William Weaver, Sewer Authority Director; and Watson Fisher, SWAN.

Pledge of Allegiance
Ms. Lindsey led in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.
Approval of Minutes

Mr. Crissman made a motion to approve the minutes from the business meetings held on
February 3, 2015 and February 17, 2015, and the workshop meeting held on February 10, 2015.
Ms. Lindsey seconded the motion. Mr. Hawk called for a voice vote and a unanimous vote
followed.

Public Comment

William Birtle, 314 South Arlington Avenue, noted with the road coming through,
(Expansion of 1-83) taking some of his property and the neighbor’s property as far as he knows,
the aerial view shows that they are taking his shed. He questioned if there was any chance of

rezoning the area for commercial use. Mr. Hawk answered that it is premature at this point to



make that decision until we know what will ultimately happen. He noted that he has seen some
plans, and suggested that it would be premature to make any decisions at this point.

Mr. Birtle questioned if this is something that could happen. Mr. Hawk answered that he
did not want to give false hope to anyone, noting that he is not totally optimistic but he... Mr.
Birtle answered that is fair.

Mr. Hornung noted that typically we will not rezone one lot, noting that the law requires
that a certain area comprised of several or a group of lots should be rezoned. He noted that the
likelihood of it being zoned commercial, we typically don’t zone a lot that is next to a residential
lot, commercial but we have an intermediate low-impact commercial zoning that we use for
those areas that are between a worse use and a neighborhood use so as to have minimal impact
on the neighborhood so you don’t continue the zoning and then the next person wants it zoned
commercial. He noted that we have intermediate zoning. He noted that those zonings are more
likely to be allowed but to have just one lot rezoned, we can’t do that. He noted if you had a
group of neighbors come in and said we want our whole area rezoned, it has a greater chance of
it because you are looking for something that has a higher use but not a commercial use.

Mr. Birtle explained that he spoke with three of his neighbors and they had no problem
with it. Mr. Hornung noted that there is a procedure for applying for a rezoning. Mr. Birtle
questioned if he would apply through the Township at this building. Mr. Hornung answered yes.

Mr. Seeds questioned Mr. Birtle if he had an alley behind his property. Mr. Birtle
answered that he does not, he will have the highway.

Mr. Crissman questioned Mr. Birtle where specifically on Arlington Avenue he was

located. Mr. Birtle answered that he was the third house in, across from the Davis Nursery.



Mr. Hawk noted under the Municipal Planning Code, which the Township is bound by,
the Township cannot spot zone. He noted it if involved a whole neighborhood then it introduces
a different set of standards, but we do not know what PennDOT is doing, and that is why he was
wavering on how to answer the question.

Ms. Lindsey questioned what is that area zoned. Mr. Wolfe suggested that Davis Nursery
is zoned Neighborhood Business. Mr. Birtle answered that is what it is zoned, noting that you
have to live in the house, and that you can have 25% business and 75% residential.

Mr. Hornung noted that a lot depends on the contiguous areas and what they are zoned.
He noted that the Board would need more information to provide a good response.

Mr. Birtle questioned as far as the Township knows, nothing has happened as far as the
walls going up or doing the expansion. Mr. Seeds answered that PennDOT does have a plan
suggesting that Mr. Birtle probably went over to the Sheraton when PennDOT had a meeting,
correct? Mr. Birtle answered yes. Ms. Lindsey suggested that PennDOT is to work on the bridges
in 2016 and 2018 would start the expansion of the highway. Mr. Seeds noted that he did not
recall if they showed walls in that area or not. Mr. Birtle answered that the aerial view shows a
35 foot wall at the end of his house. Ms. Lindsey noted that it is a sound barrier.

Mr. Hawk noted that Mr. Birtle has been thinking about this. Mr. Birtle answered that it
is the noise that he is thinking about suggesting that it will be ten years until it is competed and
he questioned what his house would be worth in ten years. Mr. Seeds noted that it won’t be that
long as you will see dirt moving in two years.

Mr. Wolfe noted that the northwest, southwest, southeast corners of the intersection of
Locust Lane and Arlington Avenue are all zoned R-2. He noted that the northeast section is

zoned R-1.



Mr. Birtle questioned what that means to him. Mr. Hawk answered that R-1 is residential
and R-2 would allow apartments.

Board Members Comments

No comments were provided.

Manager’s Report

Mr. Wolfe noted that the Breakfast with the Easter Bunny at the Friendship Center (FC)
will be held on Saturday, March 21, 2015. He noted that there is a fee to participate in this event
at the FC and those interested should call 657-5635 if you want to register. He noted that the
Annual Easter Egg Extravaganza will be held in Brightbill Park on Saturday, March 28, 2015 at
1 p.m. He noted that participants can hunt eggs with their children, and there will be activities,
events, prizes, and the Easter Bunny will be there as well.

Mr. Wolfe noted on April 23, 2015, the FC will be sponsoring a kid’s yard sale beginning
at 9 a.m. He noted that children will be allowed to set up a booth outside in the parking lot at the
FC and bring from home items that their parents will let them put up for sale.

OLD BUSINESS

Action to remove Richard Beverly from service
as a member of the Township Planning Commission

Mr. Hawk noted that the reason the Board is taking this action against Mr. Beverly is due
to his lack of attendance at the meetings. He noted that proper notices have been sent to Mr.
Beverly requesting his intent and requesting a reply. He questioned Mr. Wolfe if he wanted to
add anything to this. Mr. Wolfe answered that the process is set forth in Pennsylvania
Municipalities Planning Code in regard to the removal of a Planning Commission member. He

noted that the Township has followed the procedures set forth therein.



Mr. Crissman noted, in light of the fact that we are following the procedures set forth by
the Commonwealth, and since we have not received a response from Mr. Beverly, he will move
to remove him as a member of the Planning Commission. Mr. Hornung seconded the motion.
Mr. Hawk called for a voice vote and a unanimous vote followed.

Action on appointment of a Deputy Tax Collector for the Real Estate Tax

Mr. Hawk noted that the Tax Collector has provided the name of Daniel Bair to be
appointed as the Deputy Tax Collector for the Real Estate Tax. Mr. Hawk noted that it is
important that the Board members are in agreement to this appointment. He noted that Daniel
Bair is eligible and meets the requirements for that office and if anything should happen to the
Tax Collector, it reverts to the estate. He noted that staff has had conversations with staff at
Dauphin County and there are no objections to this appointment. Mr. Hawk noted that he would
advance the name of Dan Bair to fill that position as the Deputy Tax Collector. Mr. Seeds
seconded the motion. Mr. Crissman noted in addition to the organizations that you name that
have done the review, it is important that the Township solicitor has also reviewed this.

Ms. Lindsey noted that the Board would fill the vacancy.

Mr. Hawk called for a voice vote and a unanimous vote followed.

Resolution 15-06:; authorizing the Chairman to execute an Application to Lease Real Property
from PennDOT in regard to the proposed Linglestown Square Colonial Park Rotary Clock

Mr. Wolfe noted that the Township is a party to the Linglestown Square Colonial Park
Rotary Clock project in that you have agreed to provide for the long-term operation and
maintenance of the facility once it has been installed. He noted that the Board has worked hand-
in-hand with the Colonial Park Rotary and also the Village of Linglestown Sestercentennial
Committee in the development of this project. He noted that we have submitted paper work to

PennDOT because the project will in part be located in the PennDOT right of way. He noted that



in reviewing the paper work that was submitted to PennDOT, they found that there is a need for
a resolution that authorizes the signature on the application we have already submitted. He noted
the resolution designating the chairman as the signature to the application is before you this
evening. He noted that given that the Board has already submitted the application he assume that
the Board would approve the resolution.

Mr. Hawk noted that this is a formality at no cost as it simply acknowledges the fact that
the Township is occupying a portion of PennDOT’s land.

Mr. Crissman made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-06 authorizing the chairman to
execute an application to lease real property from PennDOT in regard to the proposed
Linglestown Square Colonial Park Rotary Clock. Ms. Lindsey seconded the motion. Mr. Hawk
called for a voice vote and a unanimous vote followed.

Resolution 15-10; accepting a Sidewalk Maintenance Agreement with PennDOT for
Improvements as part of the 1-83 East Shore, Section 1 Project

Mr. Wolfe noted that last year the Board indicated to the Department of Transportation in
response to specific questions that the Department posed to the Township that it would accept
sidewalks and maintain those sidewalks if they were installed on US Route 22 as part of the
redevelopment of the Colonial Park interchange, and that it would accept and maintain sidewalks
on Union Deposit Road over 1-83 as part of the reconstruction of that interchange. He noted that
PennDOT is submitting back to the Board sidewalk maintenance agreements for those two
locations. He noted that since the Board has indicated that it was willing to accept the sidewalks
it would be appropriate to execute the sidewalk maintenance agreements.

Mr. Seeds questioned if the agreement was only for those two areas. Mr. Wolfe answered
yes. He suggested that we discussed one on Londonderry Road that we asked for the sidewalk.

He noted, not only do we have to remove snow and ice but we have to maintain them also. Mr.



Wolfe answered that was correct. Mr. Seeds noted if the concrete falls apart then we would have
to fix it. He noted if we get a contractor to remove snow and ice in the winter time that the
contractor has to meet all the PennDOT regulations. He noted that it seems like a lot of
paperwork. He noted that some of the smaller firms that do snow removal in the winter may
have some problems bidding on a job of that nature due to all the paperwork. He noted that we
have asked for this and we would be remiss if we did not accept it.

Ms. Lindsey noted that she questioned this before when we talked about it. She
questioned how we can keep them clean especially after a winter like the one we just had. She
noted that they could clear the sidewalks and 15 minutes later, PennDOT could come by and
plow the sidewalks with snow. She noted that she had a question about the liability and as she
said before, it is a bad undertaking.

Mr. Seeds noted that it is and Ms. Lindsey is correct but we have asked for them and we
knew when we asked for them that we would have to be responsible for their maintenance.

Mr. Crissman suggested that we are past the point of talking about whether we want to or
don’t want to maintain them. Mr. Seeds noted now we have to face the expense.

Mr. Hawk noted that there was one area that we did not accept sidewalks. Mr. Wolfe
answered that the Board acted on eight specific questions from PennDOT but he does not recall
all of them. Ms. Lindsey noted that we did not accept Megoulas Boulevard. Mr. Wolfe noted that
we did not accept EImerton Avenue or Locust Lane.

Mr. Seeds noted that this agreement is only for Route 22 and Union Deposit Road.

Mr. Hawk noted if we turn this down... Ms. Lindsey noted that she was making a

comment that after this winter that she drove past these areas lots of times and they were all



covered with snow so she does not know how...and she had voted against it before... how we
can keep them constantly open.

Mr. Hornung noted that you have 24 hours to clean sidewalks. Mr. Wolfe answered that
is the Township’s regulations, so we don’t have to keep them constantly open. Ms. Lindsey
questioned where the liability is if someone falls. Mr. Crissman answered that we have tort claim
law.

Mr. Crissman made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-10 accepting a sidewalk
maintenance agreement with PennDOT for improvements as part of the 1-83 East Shore, Section
1 Project. Mr. Seeds seconded the motion. Mr. Hawk called for a voice vote with four ayes and
one nay by Ms. Lindsey.

Change Orders No. 4 through 7 to the contract with Michael F. Ronca and
Sons, Inc for the 2014 Storm Sewer Project

Mr. Hawk noted that this agenda item is coming back to us a second time as the Board
wanted an explanation for Change Order No 4 for the cost to replace a mailbox for $1,000.

Mr. Wolfe noted, at the March 10" workshop session, the four change orders were
discussed with Mr. Fleming from HRG and Mr. Robbins. He noted that the four change orders
are for additional work that was performed in the field by the contractor; noting that Change
Order No. 4 was for Pearl Street and a downstream endwall at $67,320.00. He noted for Change
Order No. 5 there was additional temporary paving in the amount of $20,196. He noted Change
Order No. 6 was for additional guide rail replacement on Earl Avenue at a cost of $10,865, and
for Change Order No. 7 there was the installation of 24 inch smooth-lined corrugated plastic pipe
at a cost of $5,400.00. He noted that this brings the total change orders amount to $103,781.

Mr. Wolfe noted that the Board had a question in regards to Change Order No. 4 for the

replacement of a mailbox for $1,000. He noted that Mr. Fleming emailed an explanation in



regard to the work that was performed under that line item. He noted that Mr. Fleming confirmed
that it was not just the replacement of one mailbox, but additional work was involved in the
replacement of the mailbox.

Mr. Crissman made a motion to approve Change Orders 4 through 7 to the contract with
Michael F. Ronca and Sons Inc. in a combined total of $103,781. Ms. Lindsey seconded the
motion. Mr. Hawk called for a voice vote and a unanimous vote followed.

NEW BUSINESS

Resolution 15-11 indicating Township support of Senate Bill 1340 and
House Bill 1271 which authorizes the use of radar by municipal police

Mr. Wolfe explained that Mr. Seeds asked that this item be placed on the agenda for this
meeting.

Mr. Seeds noted that we have done this every year for a number of years and have shown
our support as have other members of the Council of Governments who have asked us to contact
our House and Senate representatives. He noted that maybe this year may be the charm as it may
pass the House and Senate and our new governor will approve it, allowing the local police to use
radar. He noted that we are the only state in the United States that does not allow a local police
force to use radar. He noted that it is time for us to get on board.

Ms. Lindsey noted since the police department is accredited, they should be allowed to
use radar as it will not use as much manpower.

Mr. Hawk noted that he has heard all kinds of arguments for why we should not approve
it but it was years ago when the odometers were not calibrated appropriately. Ms. Lindsey
suggested that the radar would be more accurate. Mr. Seeds noted that it is more accurate and
provides a savings of manpower, and is less time consuming.

Mr. Hawk suggested that it will help to cut down on traffic accidents and speeding.



Mr. Crissman questioned Mr. Wolfe if the Public Safety Director is in support of this
resolution. Mr. Wolfe answered yes.

Mr. Crissman made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-11 indicating the Township
support of Senate Bill 1340 and House Bill 1272 which authorizes the use of radar by municipal
police. Mr. Seeds seconded the motion. Mr. Crissman questioned if after this is approved, will
letters will be sent under the signature of the Board members to the Senate and House leaders.
Mr. Wolfe answered yes. Mr. Hawk called for a voice vote and a unanimous vote followed.

Mr. Seeds noted that one of the whereas’s in the resolution states, “the inability of
municipal police to use radar has resulted in uneven enforcement of the maximum speed laws
across Pennsylvania as well as contributing to Pennsylvania’s distinction as the state with the
third highest number of speed related vehicle fatalities and the second highest percentage of
speed-related vehicle fatalities in the country.”

Change Order No. 2 to the contact with Doli Construction for the
BC-6 sanitary sewer mini-basin project

Mr. William Weaver noted that Change Order No. 2 with Doli Construction which is the
final compensation change order in the amount of $1,590,555.42. He noted that the final
adjusting change order is to adjust the estimate of quantities to actual quantities installed as part
of the project. He noted that the majority of this change order is the paving costs that were
required to rebuild the roads as part of the sewer replacement project. He noted that staff was
requested to perform a cost analysis to determine if we were getting a good value and as he
reported prior to the Board, the Authority is getting a good value based upon the review of het
last five projects and comparing it to other paving projects in the area.

Mr. Weaver noted that the additional paving quantities to the BC-3 project and doing

cores as part of that project should eliminate these types of change orders for future projects. He
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noted that he has one more for Joao Bradley for the PC-5 project after they complete their final
paving in April that will have to come before the Board as well. He requested that the Board
consider to approve this change order.

Mr. Seeds questioned if this has to do with a time extension. Mr. Weaver answered no as
it is the one for the final compensation as the project is over and he is closing the contract out.

Mr. Hornung noted that the Board is very interested in fewer change orders; however the
additional work that had to be done, it was very impressive to find that we are actually getting a
very good price, somewhat lower than what we would pay if we bid it out in other projects. He
noted that it is comforting to know that when we do the change order that the work has been
done. He noted on talking to the contractors, they are complaining because you won’t allow
some of the change orders to get to the Board that they feel are appropriate, but staff argues them
down. He noted that he feels comfortable hearing from both sides that they are unhappy with
staff because you won’t submit more change orders which is a good sign and the work that is
getting done is getting done at a very good rate. He noted that it makes him feel good in
recommending these change orders.

Mr. Wolfe noted that the Board will be meeting as the Authority on March 24" to begin a
strategic planning effort, looking at our current infiltration and inflow program for how it is
currently built out, and looking for what options you will have in regard to that program to
further contain costs and provide for the efficient operation of the sanitary sewers. He noted that
paving costs for services will be part of that discussion.

Mr. Crissman made a motion to approve Change Order No. 2 to the contract with Doli

Construction for the BC-6 sanitary sewer mini-basin project for the increase of $1,590,555.42.
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Mr. Hornung seconded the motion. Mr. Hawk called for a voice vote and a unanimous vote
followed.

Change Order No. 1 to the contract with R-111 Construction Inc.
for the BC-3 sanitary sewer mini-basin project

Mr. Weaver explained that due to the unusual winter weather and conditions that we
experienced in January and February, the Authority experienced some delays beyond the
contractor’s control. He noted that Mr. Hilson is recommending the approval of Change Order
No. 1 to the contract with R-111 Construction, Inc. which provides the milestone and completion
dates for each work zone. He noted that the first work zone was not completed on time and we
liquidated damages that Mr. Hilson and Mr. Stine discussed and the contractor has agreed to pay
the liquidated damages of $7,500. He noted that Mr. Hilson received a letter from the contractor
agreeing not to submit any claims for that first work zone. He explained that the contractor is
cooperating and Mr. Hilson felt since we have experienced unusual winter weather that it was
appropriate to extend the work zones for the rest of the project. He noted that the engineer and
staff are recommending approval of Change Order No. 1.

Mr. Seeds noted that the date is wrong on the Change Order as it should be January 31,
2016.

Mr. Crissman made a motion to approve Change Order No. 1 to the contract with R-I11
Construction Inc. for the BC-3 sanitary sewer mini-basin project which changes the dates of the
contract. Ms. Lindsey seconded the motion. Mr. Hawk called for a voice vote and a unanimous

vote followed.
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Action on bids for the tree cutting, and trimming, stump and
Root grinding within the BC-4 sanitary sewer mini-basin

Mr. Weaver noted that the Township opened bids for the tree cutting for the BC-4 project
on March 13, 2015 at 10 a.m. He noted that the specifications were prepared in accordance with
the Township’s procurement policies. He noted that the bid specifications were prepared for the
removal of 86 trees, the trimming of five trees in the public right of way and the removal of 71
trees on private property due to the tree conflicts for the properties in the BC-4A/B/C mini-basin
when replacing the lateral and building sewers.

Mr. Weaver noted that the low bid received was from Stoner’s Tree Service in the
amount of $61,125.00. He noted that staff is recommending that the contract be awarded to
Stoner’s Tree Service. He noted that the only other bid was from ProMark Landscaping in the
amount of $82,950.00. He noted that all the necessary documents were submitted with the bid.

Mr. Seeds noted that it is a lot of trees and he questioned if they will grind the stumps.
Mr. Weaver answered that they grind the stumps to ground level. Mr. Hawk noted that they
grind below ground level. Mr. Weaver noted that they do that to make it level after they remove
the sawdust from the removal process. Mr. Seeds noted that he did not see that in the actual bid.
Mr. Weaver explained that they do that. He noted that is something that is part of the other bid
that he is putting out for the actual sewer replacement is if the sewer is underneath or close to the
tree stump, after the tree is removed the contractor goes in and replaces the sewer. He noted if
the stump is in way, they have to take it out. Mr. Seeds questioned if the roots would continue to
grow after the tree is cut down. Mr. Weaver noted that it is dead and they grind it down and that
should be the end of it. He noted in some cases we have to take the entire stump out since the
sewer is there. Mr. Hawk questioned if they grind the roots. Mr. Weave answered that they do, in

the public right of way.
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Mr. Crissman noted that the bid is for $61,125 and it sounds like a lot of money, but
when he reads that it is for the removal of 86 trees, trimming of five trees, and the removal of 71
trees it is not a bad price for the amount of trees that we are having removed and trimmed. Mr.
Crissman questioned if they do tree work in other areas. Mr. Weaver answered that they have
been doing tree removal work for the Authority for the last few years and only specifically do
these trees. He noted if the homeowner wants other work done they have to subcontract with
them specifically. Mr. Crissman questioned if they work for people other than municipalities.
Mr. Weaver answered yes.

Mr. Crissman made a motion to approve the bid for the tree cutting, and trimming, stump
and Root grinding within the BC-4 sanitary sewer mini-basin to Stoner’s Tree Service in the
amount of $61,125.00. Mr. Hornung seconded the motion.

Mr. Seeds questioned if this would cover any of the trees on Jonestown Road. Mr.
Weaver answered that some of the sycamore trees that were discussed at a prior meeting are
included in this bid, but the three trees for Mrs. Baily are not in this contract. Mr. Seeds
questioned if that would be under another contract if they need to be removed. He questioned if
they would be in this contract noting that the other landowners want their trees removed. Mr.
Weaver answered yes. Mr. Seeds noted that those leaves end up on the highway and when it
rains and it gets slicks.

Mr. Hawk called for a voice vote and a unanimous vote followed.

Improvement Guarantees
Mr. Hawk noted that there was five_Improvement Guarantees and one Maintenance

Agreement to approve.

An extension and increase in a letter of credit with M & T Bank in the amount of

$36,941.78 with an expiration date of March 17, 2016.

Amber-FieldsPhase HHSheetz Store #523 — Briarsdale Road

An extension and increase in a bond with Liberty Mutual Insurance Company in the

amount of $65,829.27 with an expiration date of March 17, 2016.

Amber-FieldsPhase HHGrove Road Property

An extension and 10% increase in a letter of credit with Fulton Bank in the amount of

$152,821.75 with an expiration date of March 17, 2016.

Amber-FieldsPhase HHRobert L. Leo Property

An extension and 10% increase in a letter of credit with Mid Penn Bank in the amount of

$8,954.00 with an expiration date of March 17, 2016.

Amber-FieldsPhase HHChelsey Falls, Phase 11

A change in financial institution from Susquehanna Bank to Orrstown Bank in the

amount of $155,256.75 with an expiration date of March 17, 2016.

Mr. Crissman made a motion to approve the improvement guarantees and maintenance
agreement as presented. Ms. Lindsey seconded the motion. Mr. Hawk called for a voice vote,

and a unanimous vote followed.

Mr. Seeds made a motion to pay the bills of Lower Paxton Township and Lower Paxton
Township Authority. Mr. Hornung seconded the motion. Mr. Hawk called for a voice vote, and a
unanimous vote followed.

There being no further business, Mr. Crissman made a motion to adjourn the meeting,
and the meeting adjourned at 8:25 p. m.
